presented to Anne Butler, Environmental Engineering Consultant

Anne Butler, Environmental Engineering Consultant, is incoming President of the Institution of Engineers of Ireland (IEI) for 2005. She was a founding director of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) where she headed up the waste division, which for the first time regulated waste management practices in Ireland at a time of great change in the waste industry. After ten years with the EPA, Anne left to set up her own environmental consultancy/advisory service where she specialises in environmental and regulatory matters as well as strategy development and implementation. She acts as consultant to TES Consulting Engineers and to other firms.

Anne graduated from NUI Galway in 1976 with a BE degree in Civil Engineering. Subsequently she received an MSc in Structural Engineering (1977) and a Diploma in Environmental Engineering (1990) from Trinity College, Dublin.

She worked with structural engineering firm, Joseph Mc Cullough Ltd., for six years on major projects such as the IDA/PriceWaterhouseCooper headquarters at Wilton House; the ILAC Shopping Centre; and ABN bank (now RCSI) in St. Stephens Green. Subsequently she worked in the Dublin local authorities and was Project Manager for the Dublin Water Supply Telemetry Project in the early 1990s, the first major project of its kind in the country.

Anne is a chartered engineer and a fellow of the IEI. She is a native of Kilkelly, Co. Mayo and lives in Dublin.
